Out of Poverty: Growth or De-Growth? Is there a global economy?
4) New Poverties
Loss of Memory, loss of Beauty, loss of Identities, Loss of Right, Loss of Humanity: towards the «bare life»?

Participants are invited to propose their paper within the frame of the suggested main topics, or to present their own proposals or panels from the perspective of their local experiences. 
The call is addressed to young people (aged 18 to 35) from any country in the world, and it will be officially released by May 20th. Participants will be eventually selected on the basis of their application form. Acceptance or refusal will be communicated before July 15th.

Conferences, cultural and artistic events, as well as workshops will be organized in connection with and in preparation to the forum.

The proceedings from the previous edition of the forum (Europe /Not Europe, 2014) and the book «After the journey: awarded poems from the International Poetry and Theater Competition «Castello di Duino» 2015) will be presented to the forum's audience. 

The topics the Forum will be dealing with will be also a particular object of the 2nd edition of the Training Course “FormAction” - Young People Culture and Institutions, that will be organized by the International Centre of Studies and Documentation for Youth Culture – University of Trieste. The Course is approximately scheduled for December 2015.
