International Poetry and Theatre Competition Castle of Duino

World Youth Forum Right of Dialogue.

Aims
The project PoeSol (Poetry and Solidarity Language of Peoples: International Poetry and Theatre Competition Castle of Duino / World Youth Forum Right of Dialogue) is promoted by the association “Poesia e Solidarietà”, a NPO established in Trieste, Italy. The association works in cooperation with the International Centre of Studies and Documentation for Youth Culture (University of Trieste), with the support of the Presidency of the Republic of Italy and with the patronage of the Italian Ministry of Foreign Affairs and of the UNESCO National Commission, together with the National Youth Forum and many others local associations and organizations.

It promotes youth culture in all its expressions; it appraises its products, organizes training, coworking and networking events, thus multiplying the opportunities for mutual understanding and for intercultural and cross-generational dialogue.

Actions 2015
The realization of the projects for the year 2015 is based on two sets of events:

a) Poetry and Literature Fest, March 17th-22nd (see attached programme). It culminates in the awarding of the International Poetry and Theatre Competition “Castle of Duino” and fosters happenings spanning from youth theatre to workshops of literary translation, from readings of young poets to dialogues on writing among young poets and writers, from music to sophisticated readings of the Nobel Prize Patrick Modiano, from the presentation of dance folk traditions to photographic exhibitions, involving audiences coming from 4 continents and valuing the several networks the  association can count on.

b) World Youth Forum Right of Dialogue, October 2nd-4th. 

Theme: New and old poverties. Europe and beyond. 

The call for papers will be launched within May 2015; the applicants' selection will be done by June 30th.

Main topics: see attachment.

During the World Youth Forum will take place the presentation of the proceedings of the 2014 edition of the event.

Distinguished guests will be invited.

Several kinds of initiatives are proposed throughout the year. Among the most remarkable there's the participation to the 11th edition of èStoria - International History Festival, an event that will take place in Gorizia (Italy) May 22nd to 24th, and that will have “Youngsters” as its main theme.

The topics the Forum will be dealing with will be also a particular object of the 2nd edition of the Training Course “FormAction” - Young People Culture and Institutions, that will be organized by the International Centre of Studies and Documentation for Youth Culture – University of Trieste. The Course is approximately scheduled for December 2015.

Values
The project:

· has a deeply multidisciplinary and crosscutting character;

· will reach in 2015 its 11th edition;

· has achieved year after year an extraordinary growth and has impacted on thousands of young people all over the world;

· has been drawing attention not only from local media but also from national and international press, with coverage being provided especially on-line in many European Countries;

· cares the most about communication, considered as the most suitable tool to widespread the message of international dialogue and intercultural understanding whose assertion constitutes the main goal. A goal to be achieved by the proposal of themes and problems treated and thought over through the confrontation between informal (youth) culture and scientific paradigms. 

· creates jobs, making young people protagonists not only in the production of the contents but also in the managing activities;

· promotes the training of a generation of young professionals: interpreters, translators,  editors, video-makers, experts in streaming operations, press agents, event organizers; 

· has already published a number of books as output of its multiyear activity: volumes containing the works by the winners of the poetry competition (with the recording of texts in the original languages); proceedings of the World Youth Forum “Right to Dialogue” past editions, all printed both in Italian and English; 

· spreads its publications all over the world.

Perspectives and sustainability
The actions of  PoeSol are developing in the Region Friuli Venezia Giulia a centre of international relevance on youth culture and its potentiality.

The different levels of intervention encompass documentations (with the aim to establish a historic archive of youth culture), analysis and training, design of future events.

Around such centre, a network of bodies that share their missions and work perspectives is ever more strengthening.

Partnership
The partnership does not require any payment on the partners' behaf, but just co-operation for the best outcome of the project.

To join the partnership and in order to submit the project's application form to the Region Friuli Venezia Giulia (call for the “Divulgation of Human Studies and Culture”) a letter of intent is needed (see attachment), signed by the legal representative of the partner body, along with a copy of his\her id. In the documents the partner body is also asked to detail the kind of co-operation it is willing to offer.

Here follow some suggested ways of participation to the realization of the project:

a) support in spreading the World Youth Forum “Right of Dialogue”'s call for papers through organizations located in several countries;

b) participation of young members from organizations or partners to the different initiatives, particularly to the World Youth Forum “Right to Dialogue”;

c) support in spreading the printed materials and in sharing the contents produced as the organization process goes on (i.e.: opening of local forums, debates through local youth associations, etc.);

d) press release in various areas.

Any other idea or suggestion is warmly welcomed.
