Instructions for authors

Please follow the editorial instructions below while preparing the article 

1. Article should be written in Word (.doc) format, font type Times New Roman, font size 12, interline 1,5. Margins: all the side, top and bottom margins should be 2,5 cm, no foot, heading or page numbers. One Tab (1 cm); text should be justified. Do not divide words, do not shift single letter ending the line to the next one, the article size should be 20 000 characters (10-12 pages).

2. All authors of a article should include their full names, title/degree, affiliation, city name and email address on the cover page of the article (top left corner).
3. Abstracts of 200 words are required for all articles (max. 10 lines). Each article should have 5 to 8 keywords.
4. Article should be compiled in the following order:
Title – justified, font size 14
Keywords – justified to the left side, font 12
Abstract –  justified, font 12

Introduction

Main text with section headings
Conclusion

Bibliography  

5. Quotations. Each quotation should be clearly noted; quotations should be written by using straight font and “quotation marks”. Each quotation should be supported by bibliographic information (indicating the source and page number). Any integration in quotation should be placed in [squared brackets]. In case of evoking someone's views and not quoting his words, provide a footnote with bibliographic information (“See“). Authors, creators, editors, etc. introduced in the text for the first time should be included with full name and surname (Jan Kowalski); when mentioning them again use first letter of name and full last name (J. Kowalski).

Phrases in a foreign language - Latin, English, etc. must be saved in the text in italics. In the text and footnotes generally accepted abbreviations should be used. Dates should have the following styles, ie. 4.12.2015; in the twenty-first century; in the 1970s, 4th October. 
6. References. References shall be indicated in footnotes at the bottom of the page; automatically inserted; with Arabic numerals; font type size 10. Footnotes should be numbered continuously throughout the article.
Books, e.g.: E. Burman, Deconstructing Developmental Psychology, Routledge, London 1994, p. 235.
Chapter in books edited by one or more authors, e.g.: M. Gutman, The physical spaces of childhood, [in:] P. S. Fass (Eds.), The Routledge History of Childhood in the Western World, Routledge, Lonodn and New York 2015, p. 107.

Journal article, i.e: M. Woodhead, Psychosocial impacts of child work: a framework for research, monitoring and intervention, “The International Journal of Children's Rights” 2004, 12(4), p. 377.
An online article, i.e: M. Zając, Metodyczne aspekty projektowania kursów online, [in:] M. Dąbrowski, M. Zając (eds.), Rozwój e-edukacji w ekonomicznym szkolnictwie wyższym [online], FPAKE, Warszawa 2005, http://www.e-edukacja.net/e-edukacja.pdf, [20.05.2005].   

If you cite the same study repeatedly, state the full footnote only at the first time, next time you should state: name initials (full stop) and surname (coma), part of the title in italics (ellipsis), coma, op. cit. (coma), number of the page (full stop).

If you cite the same study in two or more footnotes in a row, provide the full footnote at the first time only. The next should include: Ibidem (coma), number of the page (full stop).

If you cite the author's another work directly after his work include Idem instead of the author`s name. The same rules applies to journal articles, books, ect.
7. Illustrations and diagrams should be at a minimum resolution of 150 dpi, the optimum is 300 dpi (also applies to any scanned material). Graphs and tables should be edited in Microsoft Office programs (e.g. Excel or Word). All illustrations and charts will be printed in black and white colour – please consider this while planning your work (e.g. some colourful graphs might be unreadable when printed in black and white). Photos, drawings, maps, graphs, etc. should be numbered and given with the source and description (in case of own study use the option Source: own). 

8. References list (only the cited references; any references cited in notes should be included in the reference list). References list should be placed at the end of the article, in alphabetical order, Arabic numerals.
