Papers will be reviewed and published in the Conference Proceedings.

Format of the papers:

-The papers should be written in Microsoft Office Word, A-5 format;

-Maximum length of paper- 8 pages;
-10 Points Times New Roman, single space;

-Title: 12 points Times New Roman, Bold, Justify, Uppercase;

-Name and surname of the author(s) marked with superscript (Bold, 10)

-The author’(s’) address (es) marked with superscript (9 points);

-Abstract with maximum 250 words;

-Key words: maximum 6 not contained in the title;

-Title of the paper in English (Bold, 9 points);

-Introduction;
-Concluding remarks;

-References;

-Insert footnotes from the main menu of the document;

-The reference list should be in alphabetical order and enumerated.
