Technical Requirements for the manuscripts

Every manuscript must have an abstract in English with maximum length: 120
words. The maximum length for the article is 8 standard pages with normal
margins. Manuscripts must be submitted in Microsoft Word or Pdf format Font:
Times New Roman, size: 14 points, paragraph: 1, 5 lines spacing.

Quotations in text must be given with reference in brackets: author family name,
year, and page. Full references are arranged at the end of the paper. References
in footnotes are in Times New Roman, size: 10 points.
