In the contemporary sociology there
is no complete research of the structure of the Serbian society in tran-
sition. Research has been reduced to the research of elites and their
part in the distribution of the social power.

In this paper the author discusses the results of transition — especial-
ly radical changes in the class-strata structure of the contemporary
Serbian society and its polarization to the rich minority of tycoons/
oligarchs and the pauperized majority. The author analyses the social
profile of classes and strata and the possible implications for develop-
ment and the future of Serbia.

BIOLOGICAL FOUNDATIONS OF SOCIAL HIERARCHIES

Abstract

Social hierarchies are human universal, despite their enormous varia-
tion in type and degree. General stratification dynamics are most eas-
ily discovered in relatively simple social systems, such as “primitive”
human societies and primate groups. Stratification itself is a major
organizing concept in the social sciences, where it usually refers to the
division of a society into classes and castes. Sociologists rarely try to
investigate psychological and biological foundations of stratification,
in spite of the fact that social stratification itself, as a group-level
phenomenon generated by the interaction of individuals over histori-
cal time, could not have been directly selected for. The psychological
traits that enable individuals to generate stratification presumably are
products of natural selection and this paper tries to suggest what are
the evolved psychological traits that might generate social stratifica-
tion.

SOCIAL STRUCTURE AND MOBILITY IN THE PERIOD OF
NEOLIBERAL CAPITALISM:
WHETHER THE SOCIETY STILL EXIST?

Abstract

In this paper the author deals with the sociological analysis of deep
structural changes that result from the devastating effects of neolib-
eral capitalism on suspstantive principles of social solidarity and inte-
gration. The basic assumption is that the neoliberal economic policies,
after impact of the weakening of state interventionist mechanisms,
expanded its impacts on society and the forms of sociability that have
constituted the institutional order of the social world that we knew in
second half of the twentieth century. Tacherian announcement that
there is no such thing as society was fact that the idea that unneces-
sary regulatory state as a political-legal mechanism spilled on soci-
ety. In this sense, the effects of neoliberal economic policies are more
pronounced in the destruction of social solidarity and social integra-
tion, which is most directly reflects the profound changes in social
structure. On the one hand, this effect can be clearly seen in the loss
of collective subjectivity of macro-actors such as social classes, syndi-
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cates and wider social movements. On the other hand, the apparently
increased social mobility is more a reflection of individual and small
group changes in socio-economic status. It is consequence of constant
fluctuating of the capital. Therefore, unstable and more fluid social
mobility is consequence of instability and uncertain deregulated mar-
ket and destructured society. The deep social crisis, therefore, is crisis
of the large models, as models of the welfare state, and the free mar-
ket model.

COMMUNICATION SYSTEM, AUTOPOIESIS AND SOCIAL CHANGE

Abstract

Concept of autopoiesis has been dominated in biology, but its imple-
mentation was also extended to sociology, cybernetics, psychothera-
py, anthropology and organization sciences. Autopoiesis refers to a
process of self-reproduction of living and non-living systems. In the
sociological analyses, this concept has the most developed application
within Niklas Luhmann’s general theory of social systems. Luhmann
assumes that societies are complex autopoietic systems that function
on the basis of differentiation into relatively independent subsystems
which are in constant mutual interaction. Each subsystem of the soci-
ety is autopoietic unit and is organizationally closed and self-referen-
tial. Autopoiesis of social system is based on a system of communica-
tion and every social subsystem defines what communication is and
what is not, or what information is and what is not. Communication
cannot be reduced to an individual communicative act — it is a social
event. In this paper we analyze this kind of approach to social system
of communication as well as the constitution of autopoietic dynamics
of society. In conclusion we summarize the advantages and limitations
of application of the concept of autopoiesis in sociological analyzes,
especially its implications in analyzes of social change.

SOCIAL PASSABILITY THROUGH SO-CALLED CLASSIC CHANNELS
OF SOCIAL MOBILITY ON EXAMPLE OF CONTEMPORARY SERBIA

Abstract

Vertical social mobility has always been a real indicator of openness,
i.e. democratization of a society.

It is usual in the theory to indicate four possible channels of social
mobility: inheritance, education, dealing with politics and marriage,
while recently estrade channel has been added to these channels of
vertical mobility, as well as half-legal and illegal channels of social
passability, which make this question “today very complicated and re-
quire redefining of traditional sociological categories and approaches”
(Tripkovic, 2007).

According to all empirical insights into the situation in contemporary
Serbia, the absolute primacy regarding the vertical social passabil-
ity has dealing with politics, as the most effective channel to achieve
wanted (higher) social position. Simultaneously, “dealing with poli-
tics” does not necessarily comprise activity of an individual in this
sphere, but his membership to a political party is sufficient. Such the
condition of vertical social mobility is one of the reasons for turning
Serbia into a “party state”.

FACTORS AND CHARACTERISTICS OF SOCIAL STRUCTURE
CHANGES IN TRANSITIONAL SOCIETIES:
THE CASE OF REPUBLIC OF MACEDONIA

Abstract

When we are talking about the changes of the social structure in the
countries such as Balkans countries that are experiencing extended
process of transition, this paper considers three issues. The first issue
relates to the exogenous and endogenous factors that have together
with the “macro actors” (N. Mouzelis) strongly influenced and still
influence the changes in the social structure and especially the up-
ward and downward social mobility not only of individuals, but also of
layers and classes in the whole: from creation of “nouveaux riches” to
sudden division and diminishing of the members of the working class,
middle class and peasantry, as well as their impoverishment (the per-
centage of poor in Macedonia in 2011 was 30.4%). This includes eco-
nomic factors, first of all the privatization model, political party oli-
garchic manner of rule and the cultural factors - changes of the value
orientations of both the individuals and social groups. Breakdown and
transformation of the large production capacities led to a new social
category called “redundant workers” (involuntary reduced workers)
that together with the large contingent of unemployed (33.0%) are
placed on the bottom of the social pyramid. The endogenous factors or
determinants of the social structure change include the family origin
and status, motivation of children and individuals and special career
abilities and educational achievement. The other issue relates to the
altered importance of the social mobility channels. The major social
mobility channels in the previous real-socialistic order were educa-
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tion, affiliation to the governing communist party, possession of abili-
ties required, as well as marriages. After 20 years of transition that
order was changed: the affiliation to the coalition of the governing
parties becomes the major channel for getting employed and career
mobility etc. The third issue relates to the methodological problems
of research of social structure and mobility. Taking into consider-
ation the multi-dimensionality of the social structure and mobility,
it is necessary to use mixed deductive and inductive research strategy
and methodological procedure for data collection and analysis, which
would include all three levels of theory: macro, mezzo and micro level
and the gap between the macro and micro social study of the social
structure and mobility would be bridged more successfully. This kind
of successful example is cited in this paper through the research of
the American sociologist Liebow.

NEW ADJUSTMENTS: ECONOMIC STRATEGIES
OF SOCIAL STRATA IN SERBIA DURING ECONOMIC CRISIS

Abstract

The research on socio-economic strategies of social strata during post-
socialist transformation, implemented since 2000 in Serbia, offered
valuable insights in the processes of shaping economic strategies
through which households and individuals adjust to the social chang-
es (Babovic, Cvejic:2002, Babovic: 2004, 2005, 2009, 2011). These re-
searches apply the approach of economic household strategies (Ger-
shuny and Pahl: 1979, Mingione: 1994, Warde: 1990, Wallace: 2002,
Anderson et al: 1994) which enables better insights into the intercon-
nectedness between macro and micro levels of analysis and well as
interrelations between social structure and economic action of social
actors.Previous surveys on economic strategies of households in Ser-
bia revealed that after a long period of blocked transformation and
economic crisis during the 1990s and the initial transformation after
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2000, households’ strategies reflected attempts to cope with the new
conditions through diversification and combining different forms of
market and non-market labour activities. Such households’" econom-
ic strategies contributed to status inconsistency, higher intra-strata
differentiation and non-crystallised social stratification(Babovic,
Cvejic:2002, Babovic: 2004, 2005, 2009). A significant trend in rising
pro-active labour market activities that led to the improvement of the
economic position of the majority of households and to an increase in
status consistency of households at the upper levels of social ladder-
can be observed from the 2007 data (Babovic, 2011). The objective of
this conference paper is to obtain insight in the changes of economic
strategies of households from different strata during the period of last
economic crisis. The analysis is grounded in the results of recent sur-
vey on economic strategies of households, conducted by the Institute
for Sociological Research of the Faculty of Philosophy in Belgrade dur-
ing spring, 2012.

CHALLENGES OF GLOBAL SOCIAL CHANGES
FOR ORGANIZATION OF WORK
AND SOCIOLOGY OF ORGANIZATION

Abstract

In this paper the influence of social changes to characteristics of or-
ganization of work are explained. At the same time, they are under-
stood as a challenge for sociology of organization. It is a challenge
that expects from this sociological discipline (as a branch of sociology
of work) to explain the possibilities, the scope and risks conditioned
by “the turbulent (globalization) social environment” in organization
of work. The changes in organization of work only partly depend on
(inner) changes in the structure of organizations, and the width and
the depth of these changes depend on (outer) social-historical condi-
tions in which they are formed. Two aspects of influence (challenges)
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of globalization transition to re-structuring of organization of work
are discussed. The first one includes the explanation of influence of
globalization transition to re-structuring of organization of work,
and the second one treats the influence of socio-cultural values to
organization re-structuring in globalization transition. Re-structuring
of organization of work and its values (especially ideological) in the
condition of globalization condition impose a “transition” in sociol-
ogy of organization. Namely, contemporary sociology of organiza-
tion (as well as sociology of work) significantly “adjusted” its views
of work and its organization: it understood the structural globaliza-
tion changes, the place from which the deterministic influence to
re-forming and re-structuring of organization of work comes. In this
way, contemporary sociology of organization relates with criticism to
(half of a century) accumulated results of its own empirical research.
It shows that the organizational changes are an important aspect of
total social changes, and not only a “guarantee” of preserving of social
order and its rigid forms. That is the reason why in this sociological
discipline/branch organization are now understood as a special social
center of rationality, in which knowledge and skill are accumulated;
these are basis not only of physical, but also of social-cultural capital
in globalization transition.

The ruling elite of Serbian society acted in such a way that general in-
terests became subject to the private ones which resulted in society’s
institutional blockage and inability to complete transitional processes
and overcome the crisis.

Abstract

that education is the basic (leading) channel of vertical social mobil-
ity. The fact is the formal school qualification is the most important
factor of changes of the social position of an individual. However, in
order to succeed with his verified knowledge, one must show a high
degree of work energy and then practical skills of the work-social type.
In other words, social skills within a profession are necessary, in order
to fully use formal knowledge acquired in institutions of education.
Political activity, marriage and luck should be added to this.

In the contemporary crisis of market relations, formal school qualifi-
cation is not a guarantee, neither for appropriate job, nor for appro-
priate income. There are more and more members of a social stratum
who work in professions they did not acquire necessary knowledge in
the system of education. The author concludes that social mobility
and the system of education are in (dis)functional relation.

CHANGES IN THE STRUCTURE OF THE POPULATION
REGARDING ACTIVITY AND UNEMPLOYMENT
- METHODOLOGICAL SPECIFICITY OF STUDIES

Abstract

Changes that have been happening in the labour market in Serbia
since 2000 indicate the maintaining of low employment rate of the
population with a slight decrease in the number of the employed and
also a veryhigh rate of unemployment. Unemployment rate in Ser-
bia is considerably above the average in the European Union.

THE FORCED MIGRATIONS FROM THE AUTONOMOUS
PROVINCE OF KOSOVO AND METOHIJA (1999-2011)

Abstract

The forced migrations of Serbs, Montenegrins and other non-Alba-
nians from Kosovo and Metohija are not new. Rather, they take sev-
eral centuries ago. This paper considers the spatial mobilities of Ser-
bian and other non-Albanian population in the period since the end
of NATO aggression against FRY 1999 until 2011. The contemporary
asymmetric ethnic structure of the population in Kosovo and Meto-
hija can be interpreted by the mass emigration of Serbian population
1999, and since than also by the longtime both latent and transparent
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indifference for its change by the side of international community.
All this has created the appropriate social consequences. The data of
the UNHCR's Report for 2010 show that Serbia retains its status as
the first country of refugees and displaced persons (DPs) in Europe,
but taking into consideration the historical time of the structure of
refugees and DPs our country is among the first in the world. The ban-
ished from Kosovo and Metohija are mainly displaced in other parts
of Serbia and Montenegro gaining the status of displaced persons.
According to the Serbian Governement official data, the structure of
the expelled persons consists of almost of 250 thousand of displaced
persons who have the temporary residence both in Serbia without AP
Kosovo and Metohija and in Montenegro. Many conferences were held
and the same number of declarations were adopted in Serbia with the
aim of improving the status of DPs. In contrast to that, the so-called
Kosovo (Albanian) authorities in Kosovo and Metohija show a low
degree and quality of the preventive strategies of integrating non-
Albanian population to the system of equal ethnic communities. The
so-called Kosovo authorians transparently disenable the return of dis-
placed person to their homes, although it has quaranteed by the Secu-
rity Council Resolution 1244. The first part of the paper points out the
genealogical picture of forced migrations, which summarizes a few
key events with the beginning of period in 1999, whereby March 17th
2004. has a special significance when there was the great pogrom.
This paper will especially consider the strucuture of displaced persons
according to its district of origins, calendar, gender, generation and
ethnic characteristics. The extent of social-psihological implications
of the forced migrations from Kosovo and Metohija will be shown in
the and of this paper.

FOREIGN WORKERS - A SPECIFIC FORM OF SOCIAL MOBILITY

Abstract

Foreign workers' or outer work migrations appeared in the middle of
1960s; they grew very quickly and from the very beginning became
a specific form of social mobility. They started not in the poor and
passive areas, but in the richest rural parts of Serbia, firstly among
middle and richer peasant families, as peasant-workers’. Original
intentions counted with temporary migration (“workers temporarily
working abroad”) —in order to get additional income for investment in
their farms and households. Large and well-equipped foreign workers'
houses and farm buildings were built, farm machinery was bought.
Some time later, foreign workers’ villages got well infrastructure.
However, those temporary migrations gradually became permanent
and double — it lasted for several decades, even a half of a century.
Split foreign worker family lived both there and here, comings and
money letters were regular. Foreign workers' villages started to puls
as seasonal local communities, with dense custom and social life dur-
ing the summer months and the most important holidays. The traces
of acculturation of these migrations with foreign component are very
visible. Eventually, with the second, and especially with the third gen-
eration, these migrations became emigrations — there are more and
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more people with double, or only with foreign citizenship. Started as
non-complete and temporary, these migrations became complete and
permanent, and not only horizontal and vertical, but spatial mobility
as well. Village surroundings became deserted and foreign workers’
houses and villages are becoming empty quickly. Nevertheless, for-
eign workers' villages as social actors spontaneously find new strate-
gies of development —enlarging of estates, more intensive specialized
production, attachment of deserted farm yards, workshops and ser-
vice shops, tourism (foreign workers’ descendants as tourists).

Abstract

Changes in status of young from urban and rural settlements in Ser-
bian society in the first decade of deblocked postsocialist transfor-
mation have been analyzed in the paper.

ARE THE VIDEO-GAMERS SOME KIND OF SPECIFIC
SOCIOKULTURAL GROUP?
COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF GAMERS'/NONGAMERS’
CHARACTERISTICS

Abstract
A scientific survey of face-to-face type was carried out on quota sam-

ple of students from the University of Zagreb, Croatia, in 2011, with a
view to empirically establish a typology of video gamers/non-gamers
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(N=314; 54.1% of males). The questionnaire consisted of 65 topics
with approximately 450 variables covering psychosocial, sociocultu-
ral, sociodemographic and behavioural features of participants. The
primary purpose of the research was to set up a psychosocial and
sociocultural profile of video gamers/non-gamers. The current paper
focuses exclusively on gamers (N=217; 72.4% of males). Basic in-
struments construicted for both typologies have been grounded on
individual indicators representing gamers/nongamers preferencies,
comprising 70 items with an ordinal 5-point assessment scale for ga-
mers and 31 items for non-gamers. The principal component analysis
under GK criteria with varimax rotation extracted 9 types of gamers.
The types obtained partly correspond to the accepted classification of
game genres: RPG, FPS, RTS, TBS, RLS (Real life simulations), Online
gaming, Racing games, Horror games and Casual & Family games.We
have also obtained 8 types of non-gamers, mainly differed in leissu-
re time choices according to different free time activities choice, We
have obtained only one typem of non-gamers called ,| would play,
but...”. Each other types mainly follows usual preferential stereotypes.
The analysis of psychosocial profiles encompassed correlations in res-
pect of the following: personality traits (modified five-factor model),
main life goals, leissure values, motivations for playing, some aspects
of computer and internet usage, gaming habits, video game ‘addicti-
on' and consequences of playing, computer literacy, and basic indivi-
dual and social characteristics of participants. Statistical procedures
included chi-square test, t-test, ANOVA, multiple linear regresion and
component model of factor analysis (orthogonal and oblique soluti-
on). We have also find out that both typologies have been explained
and confirmed by choosen predictor set, confirming the relevance of
our model. The determinants of psychosocial and sociocultural profile
represent firm grounds for future investigation of criterion validity
of the proposed video gamers'/nongamers’ typology. Genarally, we'll
conclude that gamers'/nongamers’ preferencies were statistically si-
gnificant conected with psychosocial and sociocultural profiles which
are determinants of playing/nonplaying reasons and personal prefe-
rential chioice.

WHO BELIEVES IN THE MYTHS ABOUT VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN?
RESEARCH RESULTS ON TWO CROATIAN UNIVERSITIES

Abstract

The contemporary family is going through significant changes due
to social dynamics in which the emancipation of women is especially
important, but also because of social development in general. Load
hours and reduces content of framework of family life and generally
stressful social conditions lead to numerous conflicts. We are facing
an increasing number of families in which relationships are disturbed
and discordant. Unlike other social groups that seek to take all neces-
sary measures when they are not functioning, the family often fatally
accepts the reality that undermines the harmonious family life. Family
problems often escalate into violence, which is manifested in various
forms: physical, psychological, sexual and economic. Violence always
presumes the abuse of power in relationships based on inequality (Aj-
dukovi¢, Pavlekovi¢, 2000), with man most often being the abuser and
his wife or intimate partner being the victim. There are many myths
about violence against women - beliefs that arise when one does not
have enough facts about a certain phenomenon. Outspread of these
myths may explain the difficulties and slowness of the introduction of
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changes in legislation and the limited range of interventions that are
offered in cases of domestic violence.

The presentation is based on the results of a study conducted by sur-
vey method on the student population at the University of Zagreb and
University of Split during 2012 (N = 316). The aim of the study was
to determine which the most common myths about violence against
women are and to determine whether there are some relationships
between these beliefs a tendency to sexism and also with some so-
cio-demographic and socio-cultural characteristics of students such
as gender, place of growing up, parents’ educational level and family
social status.

PROBLEMS OF THE SOCIOLOGICAL STUDIES OF SOCIAL PRESTIGE
AS A DIMENSION OF SOCIAL STRUCTURE AND MOBILITY

Abstract

Social prestige, as one of dimensions of social stratification and one
of basic social resources, is unavoidable field analysis of sociological
science. However, unlike the other two dimensions - power and mate-
rial wealth - social prestige has the most symbolic, most elusive and
the least specific character. He is also, although described in detail,
the least depth and systematically analyzed - whether in the under-
standing of this concept through its symbolic value, but primarily in
terms of its structural implications. In this sense, it doesn’t seem that
social prestige has, such as power and wealth, strong structural and
organizational characteristics. The basic idea of this paper consists in
the problematization of the term prestige in an attempt to clarify its
meaning, through the analysis of different theoretical concepts. On
the other hand, the analysis includes the ways in which it is possible to
link symbolic and structural aspects of prestige. The starting point for
understanding this concept consists of four types of theories of pres-
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tige, whose systematization can be found in the paper of Bernd We-
gener Concepts and measurement of prestige. Crossing the source of
stratification with orientation of social action, Wegener distinguishes
the following four theories of prestige: the rational-order, rational-
conflict, normative-order and normative-conflict theories of prestige.
These theories differ in that they basically look at the prestige of a
variety of ways, such as: achievement, esteem, charisma or honor. The
above systematization form the basis of theoretical explication of the
concept of prestige in this paper. It will be extending with the basic
considerations of prestige from the viewpoint of those authors which
represent a paradigm of the above analysis of meaning. The examina-
tion of social prestige and different theoretical concepts from which
derives its meaning, points to need of convergence of empirical stud-
ies of social prestige to its own complex theories.
